Foster children frequently have few belongings; just a couple of outfits, photographs, and a 
stuffed animal or toy. When they are moved between families, these children are often forced to 
carry their few keepsakes and belongings in plastic trash bags. Carrying their items in bags can 
be embarrassing and yet another reminder of how little they own.
